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Logistics and Other Planning Information

LOCATION: 

The Ribault Club is located on Fort George Island, near NPS Timucuan Ecological and Historical Preserve and Little Talbot Island State Park, about 20-30 miles east of downtown Jacksonville and the Jacksonville Interational Airport, off the intersection of I-295 and FL-9a.  An agenda with meeting times and locations will be sent out 2-4 weeks before the conference.
From Jacksonville Airport
Take I-95 south to the Route 9A/ Blount Island. Exit at Heckscher Drive and turn left, heading east. Upon approaching the St. Johns River Ferry (approx. 12 miles) look for brown park sign for Kingsley Plantation/ Fort George Island (7/10ths of a mile). Turn left at the sign onto Fort George Road. Always keep to the right on the paved road. Follow this beautiful Palmetto-lined road past the Episcopal Church to The Ribault Club.

From Amelia Island

Take First Coast Highway south toward Jacksonville through the Talbot Islands State Park. Pass Huguenot Park (about 13 miles). Look for brown park sign for Kingsley Plantation/Fort George Island. Turn right at the sign onto Fort George Road. Always keep to the right on the paved road. Follow this beautiful Palmetto-lined road past the Episcopal Church to The Ribault Club.

From Downtown Jacksonville

Take 95 North or Southside Blvd. over the Dames Point Bridge to the Heckscher Drive exit. Head east on Heckscher Drive toward Blount Island. Upon approaching the St. Johns River Ferry (approx. 14 miles) look for brown park sign for Kingsley Plantation/Fort George Island. Turn left at the sign onto Fort George Road. Always keep to the right on the paved road. Follow this beautiful Palmetto-lined road past the Episcopal Church to The Ribault Club.

From Ponte Vedra and the Beaches
Take J. Turner Butler Blvd. or Beach Blvd. to St. Johns Bluff Road. Travel north on St. Johns Bluff to the 9A Connector and over the Dames Point Bridge. Take the Heckscher Drive exit east toward Blount Island. Upon approaching the St. Johns River Ferry (approx. 12 miles) look for brown park sign for Kingsley Plantation/Fort George Island. Turn left at the sign onto Fort George Road. Always keep to the right on the paved road. Follow this beautiful Palmetto-lined road past the Episcopal Church to The Ribault Club. 

Or

Take Mayport Road north and turn left onto the A1A exit. Continue into Mayport to the ferry loading area. The cost of the ferry is $2.75 per car. Upon leaving the ferry, turn right onto Heckscher Drive and proceed 7/10th of a mile to the Fort George Island entrance on the left. Turn left at the sign onto Fort George Road. Always keep to the right on the paved road. Follow this beautiful Palmetto-lined road past the Episcopal Church to The Ribault Club.
