Project Name: Addressing Incompatible Uses

Purpose: To assess the impacts of encroachment of incompatible uses on conservation land and create a strategy for preventing future uses like these. 
Description:  Conservation lands have been heavily targeted for powerline transmission corridors, schools, roads, and other permanent conversion of land that is incompatible with conservation goals.  There has been no statewide assessment of the cumulative impacts of this development.  We propose to assess the cumulative impacts and bring land management groups together to identify a strategy for preventing future incompatible uses such as this from occurring.

· Cross- agency MOA or resolution by participating agencies for political recognition of the problem is developed. 

Opportunities & Obstacles
· May have difficulty getting buy-in from local agencies.  Politics. 
· Different agency mandates and philosophies may be very different in terms of what they think is an incompatible use.

· Society needs these facilities and local governments are very quick at taking advantage of this and going to public lands first to site these facilities.
· Poor regional planning when it comes to infrastructure planning.  This leads to intense political pressure.
