1. Ecological impact

 Known to consume invasive Diadumene lineata in San Fran-
cisco Bay

2. Invasive potential
 A fouling organism requiring assisted transport to expand al-

ien range. Probably transported on ships hulls from the Car-
ibbean area

3. Geographic extent
 Locally patchy

4. Management difficulty
 No known controls in aquatic environment

1. Native: widespread in the Caribbean, from Florida to Brazil
2. Introduced: Atlantic Coast from Virginia to Florida, California, Hawai’i
3. Habitats

 Marine, intertidal zones, estuaries, bays
 Found in intertidal lagoons or in harbor areas, sometimes in fouling communities
